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2.2 SEWER & WASTEWATER INFRASTRUCTURE 

The purpose of the sewer/wastewater evaluation is to determine if the existing sewer system 
can accommodate the proposed land use changes at the Specific Plan level.  The analysis is 
based on information provided by the City of Fullerton Sewer Master Plan Final Report (RMC 
Water and Environment, Inc., 2009).  
 

2.2.1 Existing Sewer/Wastewater System 

The City of Fullerton provides sewer/wastewater service to most areas within the city limits. The 
22 square mile service area contains approximately 330 miles of gravity sewers ranging in size 
from 6” to 36” diameter.  The CollegeTown project site falls within the service area of the City 
of Fullerton sewer system.   
 
The project area is served by several sewer systems ranging in size from 8” to 10” with laterals 
of smaller sizes connecting the private lots into the City’s sewer pipes.  Planning Areas 1 and 6 
are served by separate 8” systems that each tie directly into the 18” Orange County Sanitation 
District (OCSD) trunk line that flows from north to south in N. State College Blvd.  A small 
portion of sewer flows from PA 6 may also enter the 8” line that flows down Clark Avenue 
through the residential neighborhood to the south.  Planning Areas 2 -5 collect into an 8” line 
which turns into a 10” line within E. Chapman Avenue and flow westerly on E. Chapman 
Avenue.  The 10” line then runs under the alleyway within PA 7 and ties directly into the 18” 
OCSD trunk line in N. State College Blvd. Planning Area 7 is served by an 8” line that flows 
parallel to the 10” line in PA 7 alleyway.  Table 3 summarizes the existing sewer facilities 
serving the CollegeTown project area, and locations of major facilities are shown in Figure 7.
