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4.2.3 Sewer/Wastewater Impacts

The following impact assessments are based on the significance criteria established in Section
3.2 for wastewater.

Impact A. Exceed wastewater treatment requirements of the applicable Regional Water
Quality Control Board?2

Impact Analysis: The proposed land use changes associated with the CollegeTown Specific
Plan and the increase in proposed sewer flows will not exceed the treatment requirements of
the Santa Ana RWQCB. Therefore, no impacts related to treatment requirements are
anticipated.

Impact B. Require or result in the construction of new water or wastewater treatment
facilities or expansion of existing facilities, the construction of which could
cause significant environmental effects?

Impact Analysis: Implementation of the project will require the construction of new sewer lines
and expansion of existing lines to better serve the proposed project configuration. A new 8”
line is required for PA 1 which connects directly into the 18” OCSD trunk line. A new 8” line
is required for PA 6 which also connects directly into the 18” OCSD trunk line. The existing
10” line in Chapman Avenue and PA 7 which will receive the increased sewer flows from PA’s
2,3, 4, 5 and 7 will require upsizing to a 12" line to accommodate the projected flows and
the size will be validated in the updated sewer modeling effort. As part of OCSD’s
responsibility for regional sewer system capacity, OCSD would upsize a portion of the
undersized trunk line from an 18” to a 30" between Nutwood Avenue to the north and N.
Commonwealth Avenue to the south. For all sewer expansion projects, a site-specific Storm
Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) for Linear Construction Activities will be prepared
thereby minimizing construction impacts to water quality. See also Section 4.4.1 and Section
4.4.3 for additional details on construction activities and associated impact discussions.

Impact E Result in a determination by the wastewater treatment provider, which serves or
may serve the project that it has adequate capacity fo serve the project’s
projected demand in addition to the provider’s existing commitments?

Impact Analysis: The maximum increase in sewer demand is approximately 0.756 MGD
based on the proposed land use changes within the Planning Areas. This increase represents
less than one half a percent of the total treatment capacity of the OCSD treatment plants that
serve the project. A change of this magnitude is accounted for in OCSD’s long term planning
and continual upsizing of their regional facilities.
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
