The Fullerton Police Department will serve the entire project area. Our police station is
located at 237 W. Commonwealth Ave. Fullerton. We currently have 137 sworn officers
(allocated 143) and 94 non-sworn support professional staff to serve the entire city,
which consists of 22.3 square miles and a population of 135,000.

What is FPD’s performance standard for responding to emergency and non-emergency
calls within its service area (i.e., minutes to reach the call location from the time a call is
placed to the time of arrival)?

FPD’s performance standard for responding to emergency calls is six minutes or less.
For non- emergency calls it is twelve minutes or less.

What is the current average response time (in minutes) for emergency and non-
emergency calls in FPD’s service area?

Based on Fiscal Year 2011-2012 the average response time for emergency calls is 5:38.
That is derived from Queue Time 1:48 + Patrol Response 3:50 = 5:38.

For Priority two, non-emergency calls, the average response time is 16:30.
That is derived from Queue Time 10:32 + Patrol Response 5:58 = 16:30.

For Priority three, non-emergency calls, the average response time is 25:45.
That is derived from Queue Time 18:13 + Patrol Response 7:32 = 25:45.

Are existing resources (personnel, equipment, and facilities) adequate to serve Fullerton
and the project area in particular under current conditions?

Existing resources are stretched thin and it is reflected in response times to non-
emergency calls. The Fullerton Police Department prides itself on customer service and
is constantly trying to improve its service to the community by adjusting and allocating
limited resources accordingly. Additional personnel would make it possible to provide a
higher level service.

Buildout of the CollegeTown Specific Plan would result in 4,340 total residential units
and 1.4 million square feet of nonresidential space (commercial, office, and institutional)
in the project area. Please summarize any additional resources (stations, equipment,
personnel) needed to serve this future development under the specific plan.

With the additional planned residences and commercial space, we would likely need the
addition of one to two police officers to provide adequate first responder public safety

service. That would include several fully equipped patrol cars. No other professional
staffing or facilities would likely be needed.

although this is not always attained. Also, it based upon the anticipated increase in calls
for service and acceptable response times for emergency and non-emergency calls.

While CSUF Pollock Library does offer minimal circulation services to the public, anyone is
welcome to use their resources in-house.

There are no standard service ratios established by the American Library Association or the
Public Library Association.

While | don't see us adding another branch or physical location to that area, it could be that
general library/reading needs could be enhance by the installation of a 2™ book vending
machine, similar to what

we have installed at the Fullerton Transportation Center Parking Structure. Or, many public
libraries are offering library “outposts”, which are ways of offering more materials to patrons
without adding more “bricks and mortar” buildings. Another example of this (beyond the
book vending machine) are book lockers, where patrons could request materials from
Fullerton Main Library and we deliver them to the lockers each day (or two, depending on
demand). A very rough estimate of what it would cost to install and maintain a book vending
machine is $30,000, which would allow patrons living in the project area to have access to
public library materials 24/7.
