•	 A community with socio-economic, ethnic and cultural diversity: households of diverse backgrounds and interests that contribute to a rich 
and vital community fabric.

•	 A community with active citizen involvement: residents who participate in an array of cultural, recreational, spiritual, civic and social activities.

•	 A community with a sense for conservation: a shared understanding that our natural resources are limited, the natural environment should 
be respected and the heritage of the human-made environment should be retained.
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
